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INTRODUCTION

Orissa Voluntary Health Association (OVHA) is the largest and oldest state level federation of health NGOs
in Orissa. The association came into existence in the year 1974 in the silk city Berhampur, by a group of
volunteers, owing to the need of serving the unserved who never visited the doorstep of the hospital. The
association was operational at Berhampur till 1987 and was shifted to the capital city Bhubaneswar in the
same year to cater its services centrally to all parts of the state of Orissa.

For 13 years it was a network of charitable hospitals and dispensaries. 1987 onwards, voluntary organizations
were inducted in the network to help facilitate the process of promotive and preventive health for the people
of Orissa.

In the mean time it has completed 31 successful and eventful years and added many more feathers in its
cap. From handful of members in 1974, now it has been recognized as the largest health federation in the
state and caters its services to all corners of the state. It is recognized as the apex organization on health in
Orissa. It acts as a catalyst in the field of health and development. At one hand it acts as a bridge to table the
issues and concerns of the NGOs to Government and on the other hand it facilitates the process to
supplement and complement the Government effort in making health a reality for the people of Orissa.

The organisation members elect the Governing Body from the representatives of different
member organisations. The Governing Body consists of 11 members and the Executive Director as ex-
officio member. The Governing Body looks into the activities of OVHA, which is generally executed by the
Executive Director.

The Executive Director is the crucial link between management and staff. Under the Executive Director
there are six departments.

ANTI TOBACCO ACT IN THE STATE
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CAPACITY BUILDING

OVHA is recognised as a premiere training institute in the state of Orissa. Apart from training and Capacity
building of NGOs it undertakes various training programmes in close collaboration with Government and
other National and International Organisations. A brief report of the trainings conducted are enumerated
below.

CENTRAL TRAININGS

01 Certificate Course on Community Health Management: The programme was organized during 4™
February to 26" February 2005 at OVHA Training Centre, Bhubaneswar. As many as 20 participants from
different NGOs participated in the Course. Different components like Primary Health Care, Community
Health, Community Diagnosis, Problem Identification, Project Formulation, Leadership, Project Management,

MIS, Monitoring & Evaluation; Communication & Management were covered in the training programme.

02 Training on Financial Management: A
training on Financial Management was
organized during 18-22 January 2005 at
OVHA Conference Hall, Bhubaneswar. As
many as 33 participants including 7 female
participants from 18 organisations
participated in the training. All sorts of
financial management techniques required

for NGOs were dealt indepth during the

programme.

03 Reproductive & Sexual Health: The programme was organized during 17 — 21 August 2004 where

30 participants (15 male and 15 female) from different NGOs of Orissa Participated.

04 Health Care in Disasters: The programme was organized during 22 — 26 June 2004 at OVHA Training
Centre, Bhubaneswar. As many as 20 participants from 11 different NGOs participated in the

programme.

05 Malaria Control & Prevention: The training programme was organized during 15 to 5" June 2004 at
OVHA Training Centre, Bhubaneswar. During this period Malaria prevention and control week was
observed throughout the state. Various malaria centre holders of OVHA and other interested NGOs
participated in the programme. As many as 23 males and 14 females from various NGOs took part in

the programme.

Sexually T ransmitted Diseases & HIV/

AIDS (Zone 1): The programme was
organized during 23-25 November 2004
at M. M. Ashram, Jeypore in collaboration
with NEED, Koraput. 33 participants
joined in the programme. The training

helped in understanding the seriousness

of HIV/AIDS and the need for

mainstreaming HIV/AIDS awareness programme in the existing programmes, improved knowledge &
skill on clinical aspects of STD & AIDS and improved communication skill in addressing different

aspects of HIV/AIDS.

Vector-borne Diseases (Zone Il): The programme was organized during 28-30 January 2005 at
WOSCA, Keonjhar, one of the member organizations of OVHA. 40 participants from various

organizations of Zone Il participated in the training programme.

Sickle Cell Disease (Zone IV): The programme was organized during 18-20 October 2004 at SOVA,
Dhenkanal one of the member organizations of OVHA. 20 numbers of participants from Zone IV Districts
Angul, Dhenkanal, Cuttack, Jagatsingpur, Kendrapara, and Deogarh joined in the programme and had

extensive knowledge on prevention and control of the disease.

Tobacco Control Activities:

As part of the continuous effort of Orissa Voluntary Health Association and Voluntary Health Association of
India, the National Body, the tobacco control bill was passed and enacted in the law. In the state of Orissa,
the law was also enforced as part of anti tobacco activities.

Observation of W orld No T obacco Day

The observation of “World No Tobacco day”
was organised by Orissa V olunt ary Health
Association , Bhubaneswar in collaboration
with Volunt ary Health Association of India
New Delhi on 31% May 2004. This year theme
of the observation was “Tobacco and
Poverty: A vicious Circle .

A rally involving women and adolescents of
slums and rural areas nearby Bhubaneswar
was organised that started from Master
Canteen Square to IDCOL House via PMG Square. The rally was flagged off by Sj. Debashis Nayak,
Honourable Minister, Sports & Youth Affairs, | & PR, Govt of Orissa and Mr. R. N. Das, Sports Director,
Govt. of Orissa. More than 250 numbers of
participants joined in the rally. Through
placards, charts and posters and with anti
tobacco slogans, attempt was made to aware
the general public on the ill effect of tobacco
use and the promulgation of Anti Tobacco
Act.

In the second lap of the programme, an effigy
of tobacco products was burnt by Sj. Mihir
Mohanty, Honourable Mayour, Bhubaneswar Muncipal Corporation.

A professional group organised a play on anti tobacco movement. The play was staged by Rural Welfare
Institute, one of the member organisations of OVHA in the IDCOL house where the particuipants were
congregated for public meeting. Most important, the play was highly acclaimed by some of the key health
officials who were watching the play in the hall. The basic theme of the play was on the effect of tobacco use
in the community.

Finally, the public meeting was organised with the presence of the Chief Guest Sj R.N.Senapati, IAS,
Principal Secretary, Department of Health and Family Welfare, Government of Orissa. The other dignitaries
in the dias were Dr. R.N.Roth, Regional Director, ROHFW, Govt. of India, Dr. P.K.Senapati, DHS, Dr.
B.K.Dash, DFW, Dr. B.C.Dash, Director, SIHFW, Government of Orissa. The meeting was started with the
welcome address by Mr. K.K.Swain, Secretary, OVHA and ended with vote of thanks By Mr. P.K.Satpathy,
Asst. Secretary, OVHA. The meeting was presided over by Mr. P. Pattanayak, President, OVHA.



As an outcome of the meeting, apart from public awareness, it was emerged that there should be continuous
effort both by GO and NGOs for strict implementation of the act in the state Orissa. Honourable Principal
Secretary also commenting upon the tobacco use in Orissa, highlighted the further need of interventions to
make Orissa Tobacco free in all its connotation and denotation. The programme was also well covered by
both print and electronic media.

Seminar on GO/NGO Partnership on Lokswasthya Divas (OVHA Foundation Day)

The Seminar on GO/NGO Partnership was organized on 6" December 2004 at OVHA Conference Hall,
Bhubaneswar where 91 Participants participated out of which Male participants were 77 and Female
participants were 14. Strength and Weakness in the present process of GO-NGO Partnership were discussed

and possible intervention measures in strengthening the partnership was devised.

Observation of World AIDS Day

The World AIDS Day was observed on 1%
December 2004. a Co-ordination meeting
was formed involving Nehru Yuba Kendra
Sangathan, IPD Project ( UNFPA Assisted)
and OVHA. Inter school poster making and
essay writing competition was organised in
8 schools. Students were awarded
certificates and cash prizes during the public
meeting. Similarly, a poster-making
workshop was organised on 27" and 28%
November at OVHA Office Premises. Art
college students participated in the
workshop. The topic of the essay writing
competition was “Why youth should join fight against HIV/AIDS”. The idea was to spread awareness so that
there could be a wider acceptance prevention and control measures of AIDS among youth. A poster exhibition
on the theme “AIDS” was organised during the World AIDS Day. A public meeting to observe World AIDS
Day was organized on 1%t December 2004 at IDCOL Auditorium, Bhubaneswar and inaugurated by Mr.
Debasis Nayak, Honorable Minister of Sports and Youth affairs, Information and Public Relations, Govt. of
Orissa.

Colloguium on Donor - NGO Partnership

A Colloquium on Donor - NGO Partnership was organized on 27" January 2005 at IMAGE Conference Hall,
Bhubaneswar. 28 participants participated in the meeting. The objective of the meeting was to strengthen
Donor NGO Collaboration for over all development of Orissa. The colloquium was inaugurated by Mr. S
Ramanathan, State Representative, UNFPA, Orissa.



National Campaign Against Sex Selection:

Under the National Campaign against Sex selection, coordinated by CEHAT, Mumbai OVHA conducted
state level programme and organized various activities in close collaboration with UNICEF, Bhubaneswar
on 29" January 2005. The programmes
conducted on the occasion were Poster and
essay writing Competition, Poster Exhibition,
Public Rally and advocacy Meeting. The
advocacy meeting was inaugurated by Ms.
Namita Panda, Chairperson, State
Commission for women, Bhubaneswar. The
programme helped in improving the KAP on ill
effects of sex selection and female foeticide
among general public , rally participants and
college students.

Women Cell

The Women Cell of OVHA is an independent unit represented by second line women leaders of member
NGOs of OVHA, highly dedicated and committed to the over all development of women in the state of
Orissa. It is committed to a world of equality and social justice, advocates for and defends women’s human
rights by making initiatives to support women'’s groups in and around the State.

The WC is rooted in a commitment to justice and an appreciation of the value of women’s experience. The
challenges women face vary widely across communities, cultures, religions, traditions, and countries. We
believe that women should have a full range of choices, and that women themselves know best how to
determine their needs and propose solutions for lasting change. The way in which we do our work is as
important as what we do.

National V ector Borne Disease Control Programme

To strengthen the public private partnership on prevention and control of malaria and filaria, the state level
consultation was organized on 28" December 2004 at OVHA conference hall. The programme was
sponsored by National Vector Borne Disease Control Programme, New Delhi and in collaboration with
Rogional Office for Health and Family Welfare, Government of India, Bhubaneswar. Smt Rita Taotea, Joint
Secretary, MOHFW, Gol and Dr P. L. Joshi, Director, NVBDCP were the guests in the consultation meeting.
The other dignitaries in the consultation were Dr. R.N.Roth, Regional Director, Dr. Shampa Nag, Social
Scientist, NVBDCP, Dr. A Dey, Jt. Director, DOHFW. The programme was quite successful in strengthening
the PPP for wider benefit of the people of Orissa.

Advocacy Workshop Related to MDA on Filariasis
Block Level Advocacy Workshops Related to MDA on Filariasis in Puri, Ganjam, and Kendrapara districts
were conducted in close collaboration with Regional Office of Health and Family Welfare, Government of

India. In total 11 block level workshops were organized to help sensitise the people to prevent and control
filaria in the state of Orissa.



Prevention and Control of Malaria

Financial assistance was provided to 30 Member NGOs of OVHA to run malaria centre activities in remote
and inaccessible areas in the state. One member Organisation from each district was selected for this
support. The primary activities under the centre were awareness and advocacy, school health education,
case identification and referral for prevention and control of malaria.

Capital Restoration Programme funded this
Programme.

End line Survey of Sub-project Kalahandi (World Bank Assisted) under the RCH Programme:

The Subproject, Kalahandi under the RCH
Programme was started with World Bank
assistance during the financial year 1997-98
for five years and extended till 2003-04. The
main aim of the sub-project was to address
the gaps in the delivery of Family Welfare and
Heath Care services in the selected districts
SO as to enable the district to achieve an
overall RCH status equivalent to the average

of the state Orissa or at least at par with other
districts in the state.

The project inputs were in the shape of civil works both new construction and repair, procurement of equipment,
furniture and drugs, IEC activities, NGO involvement through innovative schemes, additional staff and mobility
support, and RCH training programmes.

At the beginning of the project, a baseline survey was conducted to assess the status of RCH in the district
and benchmark the available infrastructure and human resource status. At the close of the project the end-
line survey was conducted by OVHA to assess the status of RCH in the district and compare the same with
the baseline indicators using the data from either the Base-line Survey or Rapid Household Survey.

During the End-line Survey 184 villages and 3 towns were covered to assess the impact of the Sub-project

based on baseline indicators and critically reviewed the physical progress of the project components viz.
Civil works, procurement, training and IEC activities.

Poverty Alleviation Study

The Study was conducted in 13 districts across
10 states of India by VHAI, New Delhi. OVHA took
the responsibility to conduct the study in 3 study
villages of Tureikela Block of Bolangir district in
Orissa. Secondary and primary data were
collected on both qualitative and quantitative
aspects of poverty in the district by a team of field

investigators.




AYUSH

Under the IEC scheme of ISM & H, supported by Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Government of India
(AYUSH) , this year two field NGOs were supported, AWARD in Kandhamal district and PRAVA in Gajapati
District. OVHA monitored the activities from time to time and provided technical guidance for the smooth
implementation of the project activities. Some of the activities under the project were:

Skills Trainings on RCH were conducted for FNGOs apart from monitoring & evaluation of the activities
under the project.

Reproductive and Child Health ( Phase 1)

Under revised guidelines of Ministry of Health and
Family Welfare, Government of India, OVHA was
assigned with two districts viz, Angul and Nayagarh
under the project. In the preparatory phase OVHA
managed to identify unserved and underserved
areas in the district, facilitated in selection of Field
NGOs, development of proposal to work under the
project.

Perspective Plan

In realisation of the long felt needs, an exercise was carried out to develop a perspective plan of OVHA for
strengthening the Health Movement with active support from OVHA Member organisations, Government of
Orissa/lndia, other stakeholders like UNICEF, WHO, UNFPA, NGOs, CBOs and Health Professionals. The
basic objectives of the document was

u Tolook into the organisational structure  and suggest a more vibrant one keeping in view the strategic
positioning of OVHA.

u Todoademand and supply analysis of the health products and services offered by OVHA in the state
of Orissa.

u To identify core service areas by scanning the potential in the state for OVHA.

u To analyse the scope of emerging competition  with the existing health services providers and suggest
strategic positioning of OVHA in the health sector.

u To develop a Perspective Plan for OVHA at least for the next ten years which will also suggest ways to
raise resources for part sustainability of OVHA over the years.



Netaji Recreation Club (NRC), Puri

NRC has conducted Plantation Programme, Nursery, kitchen gardening and pilot programme on seeds
production. It has conducted cricket tournament, road safety programme, formation and promotion of SHGs,
block level network and water & sanit  ation programme . Training/Workshops for Farmers, SHG Leaders,
Soft Toy making, Handicraft, Land water management and income generation, Populaiton education,
environment, health check up, HIV/AIDS, Anti Tobacco were also organized apart from observation of
national days

Indian Institute of Youth & Development (II'YD), Kandhamal

IIYD conducted training courses/workshops on 21 topics relating to health and development. It is working
as a study centre of IGNOU and enrolled more than 400 students under various courses. It has taken up
Programmes on Water, Sanitation & Hygiene Promotion, Promotion of Rural T echnology , Health,
Blindness Prevention, Popularization of Science and network programmes like SANET, VIPNET, OMNET,
BPNET, KMNET, and WSHPNET.

Integrated Social W elfare and Research Centre (ISW AR), Dhenkanal

ISWAR has conducted programmes on Capacity building of the community for livelihood and natural resource
management, People’s rights and entitlements, Community based action for health and sanitation,
Women empowerment and gender justice,  Tribal and dalit concern and Protection of people’s knowledge,
culture and craft. Apart from these various important national and international days are celebrated and
liaison with other NGOs and Government is constantly maintained.

Evangelical Hospital , Nuapara

This year on 12" February 2005 the hospital has celebrated its platinum jubilee. Under leprosy mission the
hospital has treated 95 out patients and 39 in patents. The hospital is running an UP School and St. Peter’s
English Medium School on behalf of Diocese of Sambalpur. It is involved in running of nursing school at
Tilda. This year the hospital has daily average of 92 in-patients and total patients admitted is 2780. The
hospital has been recognised as blood bank, registered hospital and ultrasound unit recognised under
PNDT act.

BHARATI, Rayagada

BHARATI has done a mass awareness camp on malaria at Nuagada GP of Padmapur Block under OVHA
support, Training programmes on health care in disaster in Gunupur and Padmapur Block, Rural
Entrepreurship training on incense stick and candle making under NABARD support to improve the economic
status of rural poor. It has a target to use the power of the youths in a constructive way and to spread the
essence of social work among them.



Social Action for Rural Development (SARD), Nabarangpur

SARD has organized programmes on community health awareness, SHG promotion and management,
scientific awareness, women empowerment through SHG , accelerated female literacy, world women
legal aid services and meeting on Campaign against child labor. They have also trained 12 cultural groups
in Nabarangapur and taken up collaborative action action with DPED, Nabarangapur.

Activities have generated awareness and
achieved 60% immunization, 30% institutional deliveries and 60% safe deliveries by trained birth
attendants. The 60 SHGs doing savings, internal lending and bank guarantees, agriculture, animal husbandry
activities and raised their income to some extent to meet the dire needs of family members. They have
prevented tree falling, insanitation of water devices and promoted green, safe, clean and healthy environment.
